The children will be
consolidating their
knowledge with a
weekly arithmetic test.

English

This term, the two books that we
will be studying are Friend or Foe
by Michael Morpurgo and The
Lion, The Witch and The
Wardrobe by C.S. Lewis.

Through these two texts, the
children will be taught to write
character descriptions, police and
newspaper reports, formal and
informal letters, a short
adventure story and a persuasive
letter.

They will look at a range of SPAG
elements such as passive verbs
and parenthesis. The children will
also work on their reading skills,
answering questions requiring
retrieval, recall, inference,
prediction and explanation linked
to evidence in the text.
